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Regina Treaty/Status Indian Services Inc.
Fall is a busy time for RT/SIS Inc. as we start our children and youth programming.
Our Urban Warriors Project has programming every evening including our Aboriginal Lifeguard program called Warriors of the Water. We average 30 participants per evening.
School has started at our Treaty Four Education Centre. We currently have 24 students enrolled and they are excited to start their studies.
Our Atoskata Restitution Program and Red Feather Spirit Lodge Program are currently accepting new participants and are continuing with their ongoing programming.
Our First Nations’ Family Support Home Program is currently planning Parenting classes that will take place towards the end of Fall. Our Time Out Program is busy as usual as parents take advantage of our childcare activities and the Gift In-Kind Program. 
Our First Nations’ Employment Centre is a valuable support for urban members seeking employment and training. Our Employment Counsellors ensure that clients receive comprehensive case management in order to assist them in making career and life choices.
 
Economic Development
 
A funding application for a Coordinator Potash, Oil & Gas Partnerships’ has been granted by AAND to assist First Nations on establishing industry partnerships for job training and employment. A search to fill this position will begin this month.
 
A very exciting partnership was brokered between Red Dog Holdings Inc. of Star Blanket First Nation and Extreme Value Pizza in Regina to provide food, beverage and catering services to the First Nations University out of the Kokum Bea’s food kiosk. Our congratulations to Red Dog Holdings! An announcement of the official opening date will be forthcoming in the near future.
 
Economic Development forums have been scheduled for September 29th in Fort Qu’Appelle at the Tipi, a community forum on October 19th in Regina at the Ramada Hotel, and an Industry Forum on November 9th at the Ramada Hotel in Regina. More information on the October 19th and November 9th dates will be coming.
Silver Sage Housing 
The official sod turning for the housing complex in Regina took place on September 13.  It was a cold and windy day but the media coverage was excellent.  The 24unit housing project will be completed by May or June 2012.  Some units may be available in March or April 2012.
The official sod turning for the housing complex in Swift Current took place on September 26.  There was also good media coverage in Swift Current.  These housing projects are further along the way than the Regina project with the last pod well on its way.  The first units could be ready as early as November.  
The Silver Sage Board Planning session is set for October 11-12 in Swift Current.  Following the planning session a board meeting will follow with the main agenda being presented.  
On September 30, Silver Sage purchased it’s third home and hope to have it available for rent as soon as possible.  
Education
[bookmark: _GoBack]The Special Education Review internal operation review has been completed.  The findings have been reviewed with the Tribal Councils Education Staff.  The External Operational Review has been completed and the findings will be reviewed by  the Education Department on October 7.
The Education Department has laid out its next steps in the Special Education Review.  The findings will shared with the Education Committee Chiefs, presentations will be made to Chief and Councils/Education Portfolio Holders, Principals, Teachers and Parents to solicit advice and support for recommendations.  The consultation will assist in shaping the education delivery model for the future.
